Update:
1)  Revision received permit approval from electrical and
building departments at the town,

2)  The building inspector reviewed and approved the
rafter-sistering work that was completed

by our hardworking volunteers.
3) We are now waiting for paperwork approval of
Interconnection from Eversource (expected

end of September).
4) Inparallel, solar panels and materials are ordered and
planned for construction/installation

for mid-October (on-schedule)
5)  After which Revision will apply to Eversource for the
official interconnect, upon which we

would be up and running. (End of October to mid-
November)
